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Recruitment Guidelines for Exchange Students at Sonoda Women's University
for the Academic Year 2024 (English Version)

We are pleased to announce the recruitment of exchange students for Sonoda Women's University
for the current academic year. We are looking for students who have a deep interest in Japanese
language and culture, students who wish to interact with our students, Faculty and local
community, and students who will serve as a bridge between the Republic of Korea and Japan

during and after their study in Sonoda.

Eligibility Requirements:

To be eligible, applicants must meet all the following criteria:

1. Be enrolled at Incheon National University.
2. Have received a recommendation from the President of Incheon National University.

3. Demonstrate a willingness to study Japanese language, culture, and society.

Duration of Study and Number of Recruits:
Exchange students will be recruited for the following course with the specified number of slots:

One-year course (September 2024 to August 2025) ... 2 students

Exchange Student Course Subjects:
Compulsory Subjects:

Japanese language courses... 5 subjects, Japanese cultural fieldwork course... 1 subject

Additionally, students will attend classes once a week at the Osaka University Japanese Language
and Culture Center. Classes will be held on the Osaka University campus. The tuition is free, but

transportation costs are required.

Elective Subjects:
Exchange students may freely take other courses offered by the university's departments,
including the Faculty of Education, Faculty of Health Sciences, Faculty of Business

Administration, and Junior College Division. (Some specialized subjects may not be available.)

All exchange students will participate in the Amagasaki City Japanese Language Speech Contest
in February. With the support of our Japanese language Professors, all the exchange students have

consistently ranked highly in the contest.

Costs Related to Study in Sonoda:

Tuition fees are waived based on the agreement between Sonoda Women's University and Incheon



National University. Exchange students reside in the University dormitory. However, dormitory
fees are the responsibility of the students. Dormitory fees are 31,700 yen per month, plus a

dormitory association fee of 2,400 yen per year, with separate electricity charges.)

Living expenses (such as food expenses), textbook fees, etc., are the responsibility of the students.

Dormitory Information:
1. Move-in is scheduled for the second Thursday or Friday of September.
2. Move-out is generally by the second Friday of August.
3. The dormitories may be closed during the New Year holidays (from December 27th to January
4th).

Scholarship:
Students who demonstrate outstanding academic performance and a need for financial support for
their studies may receive a scholarship of 40,000 yen from the university.
Scholarship applications are reviewed annually in November, and if approved, payment will be

retroactively provided from September.
